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To our members:

In 2009 Central Electric Cooperative (CEC) constructed a 30-foot, 7,200-volt Safety Trailer equipped with real 
power lines, poles and transformers, to conduct “Arcs and Sparks” safety programs for schools, fire departments, 
emergency “first responders,” and law enforcement.  

In February 2010, CEC presented its first school demonstration to approximately 200 very excited children, 
grades one through eight at St. Francis in Bend.  Based on their cheers and applause when our mock kite touched 
the 7,200 volt power line, I think we caught their attention.  In that “teachable moment,” our experienced and 
entertaining team, led by CEC general foreman Ron Massey and senior meter and relay technician Dave Putnam, 
presented many valuable electrical safety lessons.  

Comments we received from the teachers led us to believe this was a successful learning event.  The Safety Trailer 
demonstration can save lives – which is our objective.  This training reinforces the importance of safety around 
power lines and electrical equipment.  We will be conducting safety demonstrations at the Deschutes County Fair 
this summer.
